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Differential Analysis of Categorized Training for Graduate Students of Economics and Management ;

With the Harbin Institute of Technology as an Example

Abstract: By statistically investigating the categorized training in economics and management at the Harbin Institute of Technology
from 2007 to 2011 and the quality differences between academically-oriented and application-oriented graduate students, a qualitative
analysis is conducted to discover the causes of a dramatic decrease in the number of application-oriented students. According to our
findings along with the positioning of research universities and features of economic and management research, recommendations are
presented for further optimization of categorized training for graduate students of economics and management.
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
