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The Role of a Doctoral Supervisor in Forming a Harmonious Teacher-student Relationship

Abstract; According to a survey of 2,047 doctoral students in ten universities in Beijing, major factors influencing the teacher-
student relationship include the frequency, form, principle and scope of advisement by supervisors. Most students consider that
supervisors’ academic instruction, moral guidance, career advice, and emotional support play a leading role in forming a
harmonious teacher-student relationship.
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
