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A Study of the Process of Doctoral Training in Gansu Province

Abstract: Presented is a study of the process of doctoral training based on a questionnaire-survey of 349 doctoral students in
Gansu Province. The following results are found. 1) The surveyed doctoral students have a relatively low degree of satisfaction
about the training at their universities where advisement is limited in breadth, academic assessments are not strict, research
material is lacking and funds are short. 2) The majority of students do not agree with their universities’ rules about publications
even though they believe publishing papers plays an important role in their academic growth. 3) Most students consider it very
meaningful for them to attend academic conferences; approximately 38 % of them have attended international conferences and
60% national conferences. Corresponding recommendations are also offered.
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
