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A Study of Contemporary Postgraduate Students’ Views of Love and Marriage

Abstract: Questionnaires were used to investigate 465 H University postgraduate students’ views of love and marriage. Areas of
investigation include their status of love life and marriage, motive of love, criteria of marriage partner selection, attitude to
homosexuality, and view on divorce. Differences in their views of love and marriage are analyzed from various perspectives,
including gender difference and whether a respondent is an only-child.
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
